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General PTO Meeting Minutes




Date:  January 10, 2012

The meeting was called to order in the Westside Library at 7:08 pm by Debbie Noriega.  She introduced special guests Harlin Oh, Khadijah Ray and Alex Barbieri, who are senior class officers.  They introduced three different programs offered by Teen Truth Live focusing on bullying, drugs and alcohol and body image.  They proposed that the PTO sponsor the program on body image.  All of the programs are the same cost of approximately $2,900 including travel expenses.

The minutes from the meeting of November 1 were distributed.  There was no discussion, and the minutes were approved as read.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Principal’s Report:  Mr. McDonough reported that a smoke bomb was set off in the commons before school this morning.  The school was evacuated and classes started a few minutes late.  Students helped locate the student perpetrator.  It’s a felony, so he own’t be back on campus for the remainder of the school year.  Debbie mentioned that she didn’t see any visible ID’s while the students were evacuated. Mr. McDonough said that they would try to reemphasize ID’s for this semester.

Treasurer’s Report:    Treasurer Trish Milstead reviewed the year to date financial report.  There was a brief discussion about how to report the senior class account since it’s not really an income or expense item for the PTO.  In the future that account will be moved to the balance sheet.  A discussion then followed about the proposal concerning Teen Truth Live.  Vote:  a motion was made by Kelly Cramer to approve up to $3,200 out of the PTO’s reserve fund for the Teen Truth Live program topic about body image, and seconded by Donna Patch.  The motion carried by vote of all present.

Fundraising:  Barbara Nassab distributed a volunteer sign up sheet for the upcoming Spring Fundraiser to be held February 25.  A “save the date” announcement was in yesterday’s enewsletter.  Tickets for the event are $60 for staff, $65 non-reserved and $75 reserved.  Barbara said that she would coordinate with Cathy McDonnell to determine a piece of the event that the alumni can organize and make money from.  She also thanked everyone for volunteering to help with the event and noted that we still need someone to chair decorating.

Debbie announced upcoming events that will need volunteers are the AP Kick-off on January 20 and Community Open House on January 26.  In addition to the Community Open House, there will be a special parent night for West Briar zoned students.  Mr. McDonough noted that course selection will begin in February, and we’ll have different groups visit 8th grade lunches.  He siad that course selection will be done a little differently with a “fair” for special programs and electives for current students.

Mr. McDonough reported that a UIL One Act Plan written by Tony Wallin has been approved by UIL, which is a big honor.  He also noted that UIL academic teams, sponsored by Mr. Russell, will be participating in an upcoming tournament at Seven Lakes High School in Katy.  Debbie  also mentioned that Westside will be hosting the All-City Band competition.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:20 pm.
