Principal’s Report:  Drew Bissell reported for Michael McDonough who was attending the volleyball game.
· Enrollment exact number not available, but it hasn’’t changed significantly from October.
· The football playoff game is scheduled for Friday, November 11 versus Memorial at Tully Stadium.
· November 8 is the Veteran’s Day concert and dinner.
· November 9 is a district early dismissal day, so the normal Wednesday and Thursday schedules will be switched and there will be no late start on Thursday.
· Magnet tours are every day at 1:00 p.m., except Wednesday.
· Shattered Dreams is tentatively planned for two days in April, focusin on 11-12 graders.  There’s a meeting set with the County, HPD and HFD.
· Teen Truth Alive is a program geared for 9-10 graders and will focus on body image.
· Homecoming Dance was successful and we had what was probably our largest parade ever, with about a third of the school participating.
· East 1 house secretary Karen Parker is retiring at the end of December.  The deans will work to make the transition seamless for East 1 students.

President’s Update:  Debbie reported that the dance was more than $500 over budget; the PTO is sponsoring the Haiko contest; the library has purchased books with their $1,000 from the PTO; Mary Ann Hammerlee will coordinate the parent’s bulletin board located by the stairwell at the front of the school; Debbie also passed around a thank-you note from Officer Morgan’s family.

Treasurer’s Report:    Treasurer Trish Milstead reviewed the year to date financial report, noting that the primary changes since last month were Homecoming and merchandise (shirts and hoodies) sales.

Membership:  Debbie, reporting for Disa Lyon, said that we’ve had more come in from senior parents.

Fundraising:  Barbara reported that Dollars For Scholars is approaching $7,000, with more coming in.  I decision needs to be made about whether to make a new sign/poster of contributors.  The ones for previous years need to be reposted.

Staff Appreciation:  Christie Petrie said that we had about half the teachers participate in the dinner offered before Open House in September.  We did treats for Halloween, and this time the treats were given to the house secretaries to help distribute.  Poinsettias will be delivered on December 8

New Business

Spring Fundraiser:  Debbie announced that the PTO will be bringing back a social, adults-only evening fundraising event to be held February 25 off campus.  We want to appeal to alumni, alumni parents, staff as well as current parents.  At this point we’re talking about having an activity such as a casino night, murder mystery, etc.  Barbara or Dawn Zieren shuld be contacted with any ideas.  There will at least be a silent auction as a component of the event.  Donna Patch said that the staff tend to not want to spend too much money.  Barbara said that parents would be encouraged to invite staff members to be their guest, and that there would also be a special staff ticket rate.

Teacher Appreciation in Small Schools:  We will again do a dessert day near the holidays, possibly December 9.  Debbie voluntered to provide paper goods for that day.  We also plan to have a luncheon in the spring after the fundraiser.

Alumni Breakfast:  Set for Thursday, January 5.  An email will be sent in December.

Pavers:  Debbie noted that the PTO will have a paver installed in memory of teacher Scott Schroen.
